The most expert Craftsman is chosen. or appointed
Master of the work, and is duly honored by those over
whom he prosides,.

‘T'he Master, knowing himself qualified, undertakes
the government of thg Lodge, and truly dispenses his
rewards, giving to every brother the approbation which
he merits,

A Crafteman, who is appointed Warden of the work
under the Master, is true to Master and fellows, care-
fully oversees the work, and his brethren obey him.

The Masier, Wardens, and brethren receive thelr
rewards- justly, . are faithfu),. and carefully finish the
work .which they begin, whether it be in the first or
sccond degree ; but never put that work to the first
which has been accustomed to the second degree.,

Neither envy nor censure is discovered among M.
sons.- N brother is supplanted, or put out of his work,
if he be capable to finish the san:; as no.min who is
not perfet’y skilled in the original design, can, wih
equal advantage to the Master finish the work begun by
another,

All employed in-Masonry meekly receive their re.
wards, and usc no disobliging name,  Brother or fellow
arce the terms or appellations they bestow on each ather,
They behave courteausly within and without the Lodge,
and never desert the Master till the work be finish’d.

Laws for the Government of the Lodge.

Sword Bearer,. &c. in their proper places; together with
the Past Grand and Deputy Grand Masters, Past Mas.-
ters are likewise conude;ed members- of the Qrand,
Lodge, while mcmbeu of any lodge within its juris.
diétion, ) .

It was customary in England, until the year 1717,
for 3 number of brethreg to assemble and discharge any
of the Masonic duties, without otheg authority than
certain privileges vested in the fraternity at large,
But, oo St. John the Baptist’s ‘day of that year, the
Grand Lodge of England adopted the followmg regu-
Iation.

¢ The privilege of assembling as Masons, which has
hitherto becn unlimited, shall Lc vested in certainlodges
of Masons, convened in certain places ; and every lodge
hereafter convencd, shall be legally "autkorized to aét
by a warrant from the Grand Master for the time be-
ing, granted to certain individuals by petition, with
the consent and approbation of the Grand-Lodge in
communidation ; and. without. such warrant, no lodge
shall hereafter be deemed regular or constitutional.”’

Masonic Lodges in America are of recent date. It
was not.till the year 1633, that, upon application of a
namber of brcthren resident in Boston, a warrant was
granted by the right honorable and Most Worshipful
Aathony,. Lord. Viscount Montague, Grand Master og‘

.
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Masons in England, appointing the Right Worshipful
Henry Price, Grand Master throughout North Ame-
rica. In this warrant full power was given to appoint
a Depaty and other officers necessary for forming a
Grand Lodge ; and, also, to constitute Lodges of free
and accepted: Mascas, as occasion should require.

In consequence-of this commission a Grand Lodgo
was opened in Boston, July 30, 1733, when the Right
Worshipful Andrew Belcher was appointed Deputy.
Grand Master, and the Worshipful Themas Kenndliy,
and Joha Quann, Graod, Wasdens..

The Grand Lodge being thus organized; under the
designation of the St. Jobn's Grand Lodge, proceeded
to grast warrants for instituting regular Lodges in va.
riqus parts of America.

Hostilities having commenced between America and
Great Britain, in 1775, Beston became a garrisen, and
the brethren of St. John’s Grand Lodge held no assem.
bly until the establishment of peace.

There was at shat time, also, 2 Grand Lodge on the
antient establishment holden at Boston, designated
¢ The Massachusetts Grand Lodge.’” This. establish-
ment was under the Grand Lodge of Scotland, and was
discousaged and opposed by St. John’s Lodge, on ac-
count of their privileges being, as they thought, in-
fringed by the Grand Lodge of Scotland.

In 1769, Joseph Warren, Esq.. was appointed Grard -
Master ; and between this periad and 17971, this Grand
Lodge gave warrants of camstitution for Lodges to be
holden in Massachusetts, New.Hampshire, Connetticut,
New.York, and Vermont.

At the battle of Bunker’s Hill, on the 17th June
asonry met with a heavy loss, in the death of Grand
i Master Warren, who there fell a martyr. to LIBERTY,
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Soon after the British forces had evacuated the town:
of Boston, the Brethren aGuated by a due reverence,.
for the Memory of their late Grand-Master, were en-:
duced to search for his body, which had beea rudely and
indiscriminately buried in the field of Slaughter. Fere,.
says a late elegant writer, ¢ The fates;.as though they
would reveal,-in the person of our Grand Master, thosc
mysteries; which have so loag lin hid from tlie world,
Have suffered-him,. like the great master-builder in the
temple of old,.to fall by the hands of Ruffians, and be
again taised. in honor and authority :: we searched in
the field for the murdered son of a widow, and we found.
Him, by the turf and the twig, buried on the' brow of a-
Hill, though not in a decent grave.—And though 'we
mast again cemmit Ms body to'the tomb, yet our breasts-
shall be the-burying spot.of his masenic wirtues, and:

Ia March 1777,the brethren, -whom the calamities of '
war had dispersed. being generally collected, assem--
_Bled to take into consideration: the state of Mason-
® ; being deprived of their chief, they progeeded to-
form a Grand Lodge, and-eleted and installed the most:
Worshipful Joseph Webb,. their-Grand Master.-

The separation of the United' States from Great
Britain disengaged the Ameriean from their allegiance
to Foreign Lodges ; and-sirce this, in the year 1792,:
* The St. John!s: Grand Lodge’* and ¢ The Grand
Lodge of Massachusetts;:* formed a compleat. coalition,.
and assumed- the title of ¢ The Grand Lodge of the Most.
Antient and* Hororable Sociecy 'of Fees and Accepted!
Masons, fos.the Commonwealth of Massachusepts.'’
